On February 10, 2022, the Regional Transportation Commission of Southern Nevada (RTC) approved Interlocal 

Contract No. 1350 for the FAST (Freeway and Arterial System of Transportation) Traffic Signal System Software 

Evaluation project in RTC's Highway Improvement Acquisition Fund, Fuel Revenue Indexing for Fiscal Year 

2022.  RTC intends to improve Traffic Signal Software Evaluation within jurisdictions of Clark County, City of 

Las Vegas, City of North Las Vegas, City of Henderson, City of Boulder City, and City of Mesquite (collectively 

"Member Entities").  The Board of County Commissioners approved this contract on March 1, 2022.
